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Reports have circulated regarding exceptional fish having been caught both in the rivers and the still waters, without giving too much away; I can assure you that this is largely true. 
Remember that there is no closed period on our still waters and you can still fish the Lower Chew for coarse fish and Grayling, so enjoy the fishing.  If you see someone else fishing and you don’t know them, introduce yourself, show your membership card, ask who they are and if possible ask to see theirs.  If they are unable to satisfy your curiosity, ‘phone one of the Committee Members with a description of the person and if possible their car number, do not put yourself in danger.
